
In Russia, the death rate is higher that the birth rate.  Many chil-
dren end up as orphans or social orphans because their parents are 

unable to take care of them.   
 

Each year, Russia releases orphans into society after they turn 16 
years old.  With no skills, they must find a job, a place to live, and a 

way to survive.  Most don’t. 
 

Ninety percent of these graduate orphans end up in crime, prison, 
prostitution, drug addiction or homeless.  Within the first five years 

5% have committed suicide.
