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Orphan Facts

After the fall of Soviet rule in 1991, the number of
abandoned children has risen sharply.

The St. Petersburg region has 122 state orphanages,

accommodating approximately 100 children each. There
are only six private
shelters, housing up
to 25 street children
each.
Based on the St. Pe-
tersburg Governor's
report, 40,000 street
children live in St
Petersburg and the
surrounding  area.
Today, more orphans and street children live in Russia
than following in the aftermath of W.W.1I.

Each year Russia released orphans into society after
they turn 16 years old. With no skills, they must find a
job, a place to live, and a way to survive. Most don’t.

2010 Mission Trips

Our teams lead Bible Study, Crafts, and Sports and

Games activities in small group settings of 15-25 kids to
spend time with the kids and build relationships. At the

summer camp we also teach English as a Second Lan-

guage (ESL) and make ““Angel Visits™ sharing a song and
a short story from the Bible before they go to bed.
